The Holy Spirit
1) Testifies that we are children of God
Rom 8:16 The Spirit himself testifies with our spirit that we are God’s 
children.
2) Reveals and guides us into truth, convicts us of sin
John 16:13 But when he, the Spirit of truth, comes, he will guide you into all 
the truth. He will not speak on his own; he will speak only what he hears, 
and he will tell you what is yet to come.
Rom 8:27 And he who searches our hearts knows the mind of the Spirit, 
because the Spirit intercedes for God’s people in accordance with the will 
of God.



The Holy Spirit
3) Intercedes for us in prayer
Rom 8:26 In the same way, the Spirit helps us in our weakness. We do not 
know what we ought to pray for, but the Spirit himself intercedes for us 
through wordless groans.

4) Teaches/reminds us of Jesus’ words & advocates for us
John 14:26 But the Advocate, the Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send in 
my name, will teach you all things and will remind you of everything I have 
said to you.



The Holy Spirit
5) Empowers us to witness for Jesus
Acts 1:8 But you will receive power when the Holy Spirit comes on you; and 
you will be my witnesses in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and to 
the ends of the earth.

6) Pours God’s love into our hearts
Rom 5:5 And hope does not put us to shame, because God’s love has 
been poured out into our hearts through the Holy Spirit, who has been 
given to us.
