Scam cases: More than 2,900

Amount lost: More than S$$53.4mil

More than 190 cases and $15.3mil were lost 1o Government Officials Impersonation Scams
(GOIS) in December 2025. The recent variant of GOIS typically involved two steps

1. The lirst scammer would pretend to be a rep from an insurance/payment institution

{e.g. NTUC, UnionPay) and claimed the victim had an insurance policy with them. When
the victym denied it, the call would be transferred to the second scammer

2. The second scammer would impersonate a government official (e.g. MAS/SPF) and

accuse the victim of being involved in criminal activities (e.g. money laundering, misuse of
Identity). The vi
